No Play Dates:

Each team is permitted to submit five dates if needed in which they are unable to play. There will be no rescheduling.  If a game needs to be rescheduled due to an emergency, there will be a rescheduling fee of $20.00. 

Rosters are to be completed and submitted before your first game. In some cases I will have them in hand at your first game to have your team fill out before playing.

Fees are to be turned in by Sept 14, 2009 at the Winsted Recreation Department, Gaylord Tiffany Building, Rowley Street, Winsted. I can Also collect them at your 1st game at the field. Teams without sponsors can have a 1 week grace period to collect from their players.

Roster

1) Each team will have a roster with a minimum of 9 players and maximum 22 players.

2) The Name, Home Address (no PO Boxes), and home and/or cell phone number off each player shall be printed.  The Softball Board may check each Roster.
3) No roster changes are allowed after final rosters are submitted. Final rosters are due by the last business day of September. All roster changes must be submitted in writing to the League Director. Players added to a team’s roster must be added 48 hours prior to playing for that team. A player is permitted to change teams once the season has started as long as said player obtains written release from manager of the original team they played for.

4) Eligibility of Players:  Fall Ball eligibility does not apply….

The following are the guidelines for player eligibility. It is the managers and ultimately the player's responsibility to prove eligibility.

A) A permanent 12-month resident of Winsted (Winchester), Barkhamsted, Colebrook, New Hartford, Hartland, Harwinton, Burlington or Norfolk.

B) A permanent resident temporarily living out of the eligible areas while attending College.

C) Property owner of real estate with the assessed value of $1000.00 or more.

D) A full time employee of a locally sponsored team. That player may only play for a team that is sponsored by their employer.  Team Sponsorship must be equal to or greater than one half (½) of the roster fee.

E) Players must be 16 years of age or older.

The Recreation Director, Softball Board and the Board of Recreation have the right to question any player's eligibility and to take action if necessary against any team and player. Any team found in violation of the eligibility rules will forfeit any games that the team is found in violation. Any fraudulent information given on a submitted roster will be the team manager’s responsibility and will subject them to a possible suspension from league play.  All team managers are responsible for knowing the eligibility of their players. 

5)  Each team is permitted to carry a maximum of five (5) players that do not meet the eligibility guidelines.
Protests

1) 

1) All protests must be made on the field to the umpire and then in writing to the League Director no later than 24 hours following the game in question. Protests must include a $10.00 protest fee. Any game in which a protest is sustained the protest fee will be refunded.

2) Any protests regarding player eligibility must be made in writing to the League Director as soon as there is a question regarding a player's eligibility. Protests must include a $10 protest fee.  Any protest that is sustained, the protest fee will be refunded.
Officials

1) The League Director will handle the assignment of umpires for all league play.

2) All league officials and umpires are considered to be retained from the time they arrive at the field until the time they leave the field. (The field parking lots are considered to be part of the field.) Any physical and verbal abuse of an umpire will not be tolerated. Verbally abusing an umpire or league official could result in a fine and (or) suspension. Physically assaulting or attempting to physically assault an umpire or league official will result in a $50.00 fine and a minimum 10 game suspension. Any league participant found in violation of this rule will have a hearing before the League Director and (or) the Board of Recreation before being allowed to participate again in the league.

Forfeits

1) Failure to produce nine (9) players five (5) minutes after the scheduled starting time of a game will result in a "No Show" forfeit. Team managers must report forfeited games to the League Director. Failure to report forfeit losses could result in further discipline for the team manager and (or) the team.

2) Any combination of three (3) Show" Forfeits will result in the removal of a team from the league.

3) Unsportsmanlike conduct by a player or a team could result in the forfeiture of a game. This will be the decision of the Umpire.

4) Any team that forfeitures a game due to a "No Show Forfeit" must pay a forfeit fee before their next scheduled game. Failure to pay the forfeit fee before the teams next scheduled game could result in further discipline off that team.

*** Forfeit Fees:

1St - Offense- $30

2nd Offense- $30 

3'd - Offense- Expulsion from league play and forfeiture of league fees

Facility Rules

1) No glass containers on the field.

2) No alcoholic beverages on the field or town property. This includes the Regional #7 and Gilbert Schools. Any player that is caught littering on the field and / or town property will be subject to a $15.00 fine and /or a one game suspension for each incident.

3) All players participating in the Winsted Slow Pitch Softball League due so at their risk and are responsible for carrying there own insurance involving personal injury.

4) The Town of Winchester does not provide accident/medical coverage for league participants.

Playing Rules

And

Regulations

l ) The official rules shall be those used by the USSSA Slow Pitch.  The only exceptions will be those adopted by the League. USSSA Ground Rules will be followed with the exceptions of those adopted by the League. Ground Rules should be reviewed before each game.

2) Each team must have a minimum of nine (9) players to participate in any League game. A team that participates with nine (9) players will not be charged with an out when the tenth (10th) slot is due up in the batting order. Any team that starts with nine (9) players may add a tenth (10th) player to the team’s line up at any time before the fifth (5th) inning. If a team is playing with nine (9) players and a player becomes unable or ineligible to play, the game will be forfeited at that point.

3) A team may choose to use two (2) additional hitters (Extra Hitter and/or Designated Hitter). An Extra Hitter and/or a Designated Hitter may enter a game at any time as a fielder, but must remain in the same slot of the batting order that they held before they entered the game as a fielder.

4) A maximum of three (3) courtesy runners may be used by a team in each game. The Runner Can be anyone in the starting lineup. It is the responsibility of the scorekeepers to keep track of the number of courtesy runners used.

5) The Arc for the Winsted Slow Pitch Softball League is three (3) to twelve (12) feet. 6) Each team is allowed (5) home runs per game. 7) Each team is allowed three (3) warm up pitches between innings.

8) Each batter will start with a one (1) ball and one (1) strike count. Each batter will be allowed one (1) third strike foul ball (waste pitch).

10) The use of metal cleats is prohibited.

11) Mercy Rule: A fifteen (15) run Mercy Rule will be in effect after 4 %2 innings of Play

12) All games will start at the scheduled time if each team has at least nine (9) players. All teams have Five (5) minutes after the scheduled starting time

to produce nine (9) players or the game will be called a "No Show Forfeit". In the case where the preceding game has run late, scheduled games will begin immediately.

13) Any player ejected from a game for unsportsmanlike conduct will receive the Following: The first (1S) offense will carry a one (1) game suspension. A second (2° a) offense will carry a ten (10) game suspension. A third (3`d) offense will carry a one full year (365 days) suspension. It is the responsibility of the managers to report any ejected player to the League Director within twenty-four (24) hours of the ejection.

14) Umpires are required to report any ejected player to the League Director the next business day.

15) Any participant of the Winsted Slow Pitch Softball League that intentionally injures a player and/or intentionally damages any league facility will be suspended for a minimum (10) games and fined $50.00. The participant's suspension could be extended for a period of more than ten (10) games depending on the severity of the damage caused by the participant. In addition, the participant is ineligible for league play until he/she has paid for all damages caused.

16) Code of Conduct:

The following Code of Conduct must be followed at all times:

It is the intent of all programs sponsored by the Winsted Recreation Department to provide an opportunity for participants as well as spectators to enjoy these activities with supervision and/or officiating. It is also intended to ensure proper behavior and sportsmanship by all participants, coaches, and spectators at any sponsored events. This Code of Conduct is established to cover all activities and programs sponsored by the Winsted Recreation Department. Individual programs and sports have their own rules and regulations that govern conduct. The Board of Recreation reserves the right to have final say in any matter concerning player, coach, or spectator conduct. All players, coaches, and spectators will be held responsible for their actions before, during, and after any sponsored event. Any incident involving physical contact or harassment between anyone involved or in attendance will be subject to the most severe punishment. This includes, but is not limited to fines and suspensions.

Playoffs

The League Playoffs will be conducted as follows:

1)  Tournament Format Set-up by the Softball Board based on the amount of teams enrolled in the league.

2)  If two (2) or more teams are tied in the league standings at the end of the season, the following are considered to determine the ranking for playoff positions.  The tie breaker system stops as soon as a winner is determined: 

                               A) Head to head competition

                B) Head to head competion with other teams within the division, starting

                    with the highest ranked team.

C) Total runs scored.

D) Coin toss.

3)  If two (2) teams are tied for the final playoff spot, a one game playoff will be held.  If more than two (2) teams are tied for the final playoff spot the above tie breaker will be used to determine the rankings for a series of one (1) game playoffs.

It is the team manager's responsibility to

have the league rules and regulations at

each game to alleviate any problems that

may arise. It is also the responsibility of the

team manager to inform his/her team of

these rules.
